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There’s roughly 75 million dogs in this country, 5-10 million of which are Pit Bull-type dogs.

Approximately 25-30 people per year die from dog-related incidents in the United States. This includes all breeds combined.
99.99999999999999999999999999999999999999% of all dogs, no matter the breed or type, are completely innocent.
Of those 25-30 fatalities per year, almost every incident routinely involves either a loose dog, a chained resident dog, and/or unsupervised children.
California already has a universal leash law, an anti-chaining law, and a breed-neutral “dangerous dog” law ... These are rarely enforced.

Please come to your weekly City Council meeting (every Monday, 6:30p, City Hall, room S249) and speak out against Steve Madison’s Pit Bull criminalizing.
Currently California state law prohibits “breed bans” but Mr. Madison is pushing for the ability to challenge this provision.
Right now they are focused on passing breed-specific legislation against Pit Bulls, mandating that they all be sterilized.
No one has a problem with spaying and neutering, but it should be voluntary, accessible and affordable for the entire community.
Attend any meeting and you will see that this law is being put forth while blanketly demonizing all Pit Bulls. It is clear and obvious discrimination.
